On Sunday, June 4, we will celebrate Pentecost, when the Holy Spirit was 
poured out on the church in Jerusalem.

When the Holy 
Spirit is present, the church is alive! 
 
The best part of Pentecost is that it is not a one-time event. Jesus 
promised that he would not leave us orphaned, but that he would send 
the Holy Spirit to stand alongside us. The Spirit didnõt come and go on 
that first Pentecost Sunday. No! The Holy Spirit remains with us, poured 
out again and again to help us as we seek to be faithful disciples of Jesus 
Christ. All of that power and energy, those dreams and visions, are 
available to us, today. 
 
I see the presence of the Holy Spirit here at YLPC. There is energy and 
excitement as we settle into our new life together and begin to articulate 
the values that are most important to us as a congregation. While the way 
we do church might change, the Christ that we serve has not changed. His 
call to us as faithful disciples remains the same: love the Lord your God 
and love your neighbors. With the Spiritõs help, the young and the old 
members of our congregation, men and women, boys and girls, will see 
Godõs fresh vision for ministry. Thatõs something I canõt wait to see!
